Temporary instructions regarding governing document questions - for URC charities
applying to register

At the point in the application form where you are asked about your governing document you
will need to

1) Select ‘other’ when asked “Select the organisation’s governing document type”:
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A goveming document sets out a charity's rules; it's the key legal document that says what it is

and how it will be run. Different charities have different governing documents.
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2) You will then need to attach a PDF copy of the approved statement of the trusts of
the local church working funds either the elders model or the non-elders model as
appropriate:
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3) then click continue
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4) You will then be asked questions about the organisation’s name, complete these as
normal until you get to the following screen on structure and purposes:

When asked “What is the organisation’s governing document?” copy and paste the following
text into the form:
