What is included in the clean 

Gutter cleaning will include the following areas: 

• Cleaning of all eaves, parapet and valley 

gutters 

• Cleaning debris off flat roofs 

• Cleaning rainwater hoppers/sumps/

interceptors 

• Collection of debris and disposal off site 

• Cleaning rainwater gullies, catch pits, in-
spection chambers connected to rainwater 

systems 

• Opening, cleaning and resealing rodding 

eyes 

• Rodding of rainwater drainage systems 
and reporting of any blockages or other 

problems in writing 

• Minor repair works, such as re-fixing the 
occasional slipped slate and small lead re-

pairs 

• On completion a report, with photographs, 
will be provided approximately 14 days 
after the clean. This report can be used to 
inform your church and elders meeting of 
existing high level roof problems and can 
also be passed to your quinquennial      
surveyor or when considering a major re-
furbishment project. This report will be sent 
to the local church contact person and to 

Thames North Synod. 

Introduction 

The Synod Resources Committee arranged 

for a Gutter Maintenance Programme to 

be carried out in 2016, with contractors, 

Hall & Randall, based in Borehamwood. 

The programme now enters its 4th year 

and churches not already signed up for this 

programme are urged to do so now. 

The programme includes a one off access 

survey being completed by the contractor 

at a cost of £124.50 including VAT which 

will be paid by Thames North Synod. (not 

necessary for churches already on the pro-

gramme) 

The Synod also offers a grant of up to 

£500 towards the cost of the gutter clean-

ing. See various rates for gutter cleaning
